The toki, adzehead, was typically the possession of rangatira
(a chief). The toki was not a weapon but an implement used 
to fashion logs for building. The toki is framed in rimu from 
which it can be removed and worn as a pendant.

The koru is an iconic design found in kowhaiwhai (Maori 
painting designs) where motifs are derived from the natural 
world of forest and sea. The koru is often used to symbolise 
new life, future generations and growth.
